LEE shifts to look at ASH.

Remember the ad where the chick puts 

on that ad of their wedding video 

- and it clears the room?

Ash

Yeah – but what’s that got…

LEE shifts to look at TV.

Lee 

Weddings clear the room.

Ash

Are you trying to clear the room? 

We don’t spend a lot of time together… 

this is our time… with your night shifts 

and my work days – we don’t….

Lee

My point exactly.  So ‘Numbers’ it is?

Ash 

What?  You want me to leave the room?

Lee

Well – if you want to see wedding stuff, 

read all those expensive magazines you got!  

Numbers is only on once a week.

Ash

Our wedding is forever.

Lee

‘Course.  ‘Course.

ASH shifts to look at TV.

LEE shifts to look at ASH.

Bed – d’you want to go to

bed early?

Ash

Maybe… after my show… 

Lee

OK.  But look – d’you mind if

but you don’t want to… even though 

it’s our time to be together?

ASH turns away to TV.

Lee

D’you really mind?

Ash

No – not at all.  Look, let’s watch
